Visual Marketing Display Using Window
KY DECA - 2025

Event Overview and Purpose
This creative challenge invites participants to showcase their artistic and strategic talents by designing eye-catching window displays that captivate and engage. Whether competitors are passionate about fashion, retail, or visual arts, this competition offers a unique opportunity to bring ideas to life and see how design can influence consumer behavior. Participants will unleash creativity, think outside the box, and create a display that stands out in the marketplace!

Participants in this event will design a marketing display in a window intended to grab the attention of their fellow students, faculty, and staff for an upcoming local event.  The event can be related to a school activity or an activity that will be occurring in their local region.  The window display should measure at least 6’ high x 6’ wide.  Participants will prepare an Executive Summary describing each component displayed in the window and why it was chosen to be displayed.  The Summary should also include the expected impact on those who view the window regarding potential sales activity. Additional items are listed in the Written Entry Guidelines. Participants will bring to the judge performance pictures showing the completed display window.  Pictures should be placed on posterboard or tri-fold board for presentation judge review and may include text describing display.

This event consists of the Executive Summary, the exam, and the oral presentation.  The maximum score for the Executive Summary and presentation evaluation is 100 points.  The combined Summary and presentation score will be weighted twice (2 times) the value of the exam score.  The test will consist of 50 multiple choice questions.  The body of the Summary must be limited to no more than three (3) numbered pages, including the appendix (if an appendix is attached), by excluding the title page.  The Written Event Statement of Assurances and Academic Integrity must be signed and submitted with the entry.  Do not include it in the page numbering.

Each entry will be composed of one to three members of a DECA chapter.  All participants must present the project to the judge and respond to judge questions.  The oral presentation may be a maximum of 15 minutes in length, including time for judge questions.  The judge will evaluate the presentation focusing on the creativity and effectiveness shown in the design of the window, the effectiveness of public speaking and presentation skills, and how well the participants respond to questions that the judge may ask during the presentation.  

Only members of local, state, and national DECA are eligible.

This is a state only event.

Written Entry Guidelines
The written entry must follow these specifications.  Refer also to the Penalty Point Checklist and the Written Entry Evaluation Form.

WRITTEN EVENT STATEMENT OF ASSURANCES AND ACADEMIC INTEGRITY.  This must be signed and submitted with the entry.  Do not include it in the page numbering.  


TITLE PAGE – The first page of the written entry is the title page.  It must include in any order, but is not limited to, the following:

Title page will not be numbered.


I. Executive Summary
· Description of each component displayed in window
· Explanation of why each component was chosen to be displayed
· Expected sales activity and rationale related to items displayed in window
II. Bibliography
· A bibliography is required.  Include a list of the sources of information used in the Executive Summary.
III. Appendix
· An appendix is optional.  If additional material is appended, all pages must be numbered as noted previously.  Include in an appendix any exhibits appropriate to the written entry, but not important enough to include in the body.  These might include sample questionnaires used, general background data, etc.  

PENALTY POINT CHECKLIST – In addition to the Written Entry Guidelines, participants must observe all of the standards on the Penalty Point Checklist. These standards are designed to make competition as fair as possible. 

PRESENTATION GUIDELINES 
• Prior to the presentation, a judge will evaluate the Executive Summary portion of the entry. The major emphasis of the written entry is on the content. Drawings, illustrations and graphic presentations (where allowed) will be judged for clarity, not artistic value. 
• The participants will present the plan to the judge in a 15-minute presentation worth 50 points. (See Presentation Judging.) 
• The presentation begins immediately after the introduction of the participants to the judge by the adult assistant. Each participant must take part in the presentation. 
• Each participant may bring a copy of the Executive Summary or note cards pertaining to the written entry to use as reference during the presentation. 
• Participants should bring Pictures showing the completed display window.  Pictures should be placed on posterboard or tri-fold board for presentation judge review and may include text describing display. Participants must furnish their own materials and equipment. 
• Materials appropriate to the situation may be handed to or left with judges in all competitive events. Items of monetary value may be handed to but may not be left with judges. Items such as flyers, brochures, pamphlets and business cards may be handed to or left with the judge. No food or drinks allowed. 
• If any of these rules are violated, the adult assistant must be notified by the judge.

PRESENTATION JUDGING - Participants will make a 15-minute presentation to you.  At the beginning of the presentation (after introductions), the participants will describe the project. Allow the participants to complete this portion without interruption, unless you are asked to respond. Each participant must take part in the presentation.  If time remains, you may ask questions that seem appropriate, based on your notes or on the Executive Summary (if provided).  At the conclusion of the presentation, thank the participants. Then complete the Presentation Evaluation Form, making sure to record a score for all categories. The maximum score for the presentation is 50 points.
